	B.  Jonadab - wisdom without _____________ (13:3-5).  Jonadab was Amnon’s friend and David’s nephew (3a).  He was also very shrewd, but a “worldly-wise man”.   His wisdom was “earthly, natural, demonic” (Jam. 3:15).  Jonadab suggested a deceptive plan to get Tamar to come to Amnon.  His wisdom is full of corruption.			



		As a friend, he will tell you what you want to hear, and help you get what your heart desires regardless of what it is.  Bad company corrupts good morals.  

		Jonadab has no conscience.  Wisdom without virtue is downgraded to unethical craftiness.
