		a. Jesus was born under the law.   Galatians 4:4-5
		b. Christ will usher in a new priesthood and a change of law.  Hebrews 7:12

Changes to the law.
		
		a. Ceremonial law is fulfilled.   Colossians 2:16-17; Hebrews 8:5; 10:1
		b. Dietary laws are fulfilled.   Mark 7:18-19
		c. Civil/judicial laws are expired.  

The moral law continues.   Romans 7:14, 22; 1 Corinthians 7:19; 1 John 2:3; James 2:8.
